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ISDVA receives referral, 
makes contact with student 

and initial assessment is 
completed

Internal Pathways

ISDVA can make other internal 
referrals or signposting for 
students- (i.e SU, Wellbeing 
team, Residential life)

Responding party is a student-
ISDVA refers student to Student 
Conduct. ISDVA, or other support 
services, support the reporting student 
through the Sexual Misconduct 
procedure, including panel hearing

Responding party is a staff 
member- ISDVA refer to HR?-
ISDVA, or other support services, 
can support reporting student 
through HR complaints process

External Pathways

Refer student to local 
safeguarding bodies (in high 
risk cases only) e.g. MARAC, 
Adult/Children social care

Support student to pursue 
criminal or civil remedies e.g. 
reporting to the police, apply for 
non-molestation order

Signpost student to local health 
services e.g. The Havens, local 
sexual health clinic, GP

Refer reporting student to local 
specialist gender based 
violence service- e.g Domestic 
violence or Rape Crisis service

No referrals/further 
action

ISDVA provides emotional 
support, advice and information 
to student. No further action 
taken.
